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BUILT BY WHITE STAG FOUNDER Harold Hirsch and his wife Elizabeth, their home had marvelous architecture,
but the kitchen and eating area didn’t quite make sense to Mark and Debi Rosenbaum when they bought it in 2001.
Al 5,000 square feet the house had plenty of room, yet featured a narrow galley kitchen that was walled off from what
could have been a spectacular view of the city.

It was as if the home, perched on the side of the West Hills, was at least one remodeling project away from
reaching its true potential.

Bonnie Barg, an architect who specializes in new and remodeled construction, came up with a series of solutions,
all of which added up to exactly what the Rosenbaums were looking for. They included removing two walls that
separated the kitchen from a solarium, and adding north and west-facing windows. The changes made way for an
eating area and gave the kitchen an unimpeded view of downtown Portland and the Cascade peaks beyond.

The work was performed by Olson & Jones Construction, Inc., and included more than just the kitchen.
